your refrigerator? Do you unplug your
TV? Have you updated any of your
appliances? Residents also will be asked
for the names of their utility companies.
Interviewers will not ask for Social
Security or credit card numbers, police
said.

All selected households will receive
advance written notice indicating
an interviewer will be coming to
their home in person. Participation is
voluntary.

Federal, state, and local energy
companies will use the survey
information to project energy use in
the future and develop energy-efficient
products.

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Despite that, she said she was satis-
fied by the topics discussed but wants
them to take harder looks at nonessen-
tial spending. As an example, she cited
police making arrests for misdemeanor
offenses, therein creating more work
for several departments on up through
the courts.

Audia also asked about so-called
brown-outs — when fire departments
delegate closures for one day per sta-
tion in a cost-cutting rotation. Las Vegas
Fire & Rescue Chief Greg Gammon said
there are no plans to bring such a mea-
sure to Las Vegas.

Another resident, Amy Loughry, said
public safety should be the last city ser-
vice on the chopping block. The emer-
gency room nurse, whose husband is a
firefighter, said rescue workers already
face so many workplace dangers and
hurdles.

“I agree that as a community, we need
to come together, but the fire depart-
ment has taken their cuts,” she said.

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A new skilled nursing and assisted
living facility will call Centennial Hills
home this summer.

Marquis Care at Centennial Hills is
currently under construction at 6351 N.
Fort Apache Road, the second location of
its kind in the valley.

Crews are expected to complete
construction on the two-story, 62,000-
square-foot facility in July. Owned by
Marquis Companies, the new facility
will mirror its existing location at 6021
W. Cheyenne Ave.

There will be 120 beds available for
elderly individuals within the com-
munity who have suffered an injury or
have other health-related conditions that
require care that wouldn’t be practical
or feasible in their homes.

Most residents stay for 30 to 45 days.
But the new facility will differ in de-

sign, said Scott Miller, director of prop-
erty development, as the space is built
with future expansion and services in
mind while still making it “home.”

“We strive to make it a more residen-
tial, home-like feel,” he said.

Rooms, both single and double occu-
pancy, aren’t as “clinical,” Miller added.
The facility will include common areas,
dining areas and a full-service kitchen.

Staff provides a number of services
and rehabilitation therapies, including
continuous IV, wound care, diabetic
management and physical, occupational,
speech and respiratory therapy. A regis-
tered nurse heads the staff.

The new facility will provide about
120 new jobs.

Officials chose the northwest valley
for their new site because of demand
and location. The facility is about one

mile from Centennial Hills Hospital
Medical Center, 6900 N. Durango Drive.

“We like to be located as close to a hos-
pital facility as possible,” Miller said.

Marquis Companies has 27 facilities in
five states and is a licensed health care
provider.
